On December 14, 1998, the U5, Deparument of Education (Depariment), Ofce for Civil
Rights (OCR) received a complaint filed against Tuskegee Undversity {University}. The
Complzinant alleged that the University discriminated against her daughter {Student) on
the bases of disability and sex. Specifically, the Complainant alleged that the Student
was denied & pizadst 1o assist her with musical arrasgements as an suxilary aid fo
accommogdate her disability, and that an instructor sexually haraszed the Student on the
basis of sex.

OCR is responsible for enforaing Sectionn 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1073 (Rection
5043, s amended, 29 U.8.C. Section 794, and its implementing regulation, 34 CF.R. Pant
104; and Tile I of the Americens with Disabilities Act of 1890 (Title 1}, 42 US.C.
Section 12131 ¢ seq., and its implementing regulation, 28 CFR. Part 35, and Title IX of
the Education Amendments of 1972, as amended, 20 U.8.C. Sections 168] 2f geq,, and He
implementing regulation, 3¢ CER. Pat 106, which prohibit discrimivation on the bases
of disebilty and sex, respectively, in educations] programs end aclivities receiving
Federal financial acsigtamce from the Department. The University iz a recipient of
Federal finaucial assistance fom the Deparument and is, therefore, subject to the
provisions of Section 504 and Title T

With regard to the allegation that the Studest was denled the servicss of a planise, GCR
found thet the University’s Coordinator for Disabled Students bas assigned a waor o
assist the Student with her sheet music when she rejoins the chotr in fall 1592 On April
3, 1999, the Sudent notified OCR that she hes signed up for the wiorial services for fall
1999,  Becsuse this allegation has been resoived, we will not progeed with an
investigation.

With regard to the aflegation that an instructor sexually harassed the Student, the
Complainant and Student eould not provide any specific incidents of sexval harassment;
therefore, 7R lacks & basis to proceed with an investigation of this allegation
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The Complainant inquired ag to whether her daughter would continue to raceive 2 cholr
schobarship for feil 1999, Although the scholarship was not an allegation, OCR spoke to
Mg Barbars Chisholm, Director of Financial Aid who steted that in order for a student to
receive & cholr scholarship, the student must be nominated by the choir divector each
semester and have a mintmum grade point average of 2.0, Based on the ahove, we are
ciosing this complaior as of the date of this letter.
